SUMMER SEEDS, ETERNAL FRUIT

This past fall, a woman shared a story that perfectly captures the impact of summer
ministry. For months, she had been praying for two young brothers in her
neighborhood whose family was walking through the heavy burden of divorce and
addiction. She had invited them to church time and again, but the door remained
closed. When she finally saw them again this past autumn, she offered the invitation
one more time. This time, they said yes.

As they drove to church, the woman was stunned. The boys began talking freely
about Jesus, even asking her granddaughter if she knew Him and reciting Bible verses
from memory. When she asked where they had learned so much, their answer was
simple: "5-Day Club this summer at our karate place.” We knew then that it was one
of our summer ministry locations!

Summer ministry with Christian Youth In Action®(CYIA™) is more than a training
program; it is a call to missions for young believers (ages 12 to early college). After a
week-long training camp where they are equipped to share the Gospel in engaging
ways, these students spend their summer "on mission" in their own communities. By
leading 5-Day Clubs in parks, daycares, and summer care programs like the “karate
place,” they take the good news of Jesus Christ to kids that traditional church
activities might not reach.

The results of these student-led clubs are eternal. Last year, fifteen local teens
reached 553 children across our chapter and 23 made first-time professions of
faith. Stories like the two brothers remind us that when a teenager says "yes" to
serving with CYIA, they are planting seeds of truth that will sustain children through
their darkest seasons.

CYIA
is the perfect opportunity for young believers to develop leadership skills while
making an eternal impact right here in Middle Tennessee. They aren't the leaders of
the future; they are the leaders of right now!
